How To Learn English Better

INTERVIEW WITH MISS KWOK

Msk — Miss Kwok

I— Miss Kwok, thanks for sparing time for this interview. As we know, you have
been teaching English for more than five years. Wiy are you so interested in
teaching?

Msk — I started to think of choosing teaching as my career when [ was studying in
year two at university. I like to be attached to teenagers around me and [ want to
share my belief with them. I also enjoy the process of teaching as I feel very
satisfied when some of my students can understand and learn what I have said.

1 - As we know, you majored in English at university. Why did you choose this
subject?

Msk- I think English is an international language. It’s very important if I can have
a good proficiency of English. Therefore, I studied English at university and I
found that what I learnt is very useful, especially for my teaching.

I — Yes, did you meet any difficulties when you learned English?

Msk - Yes, of course I remember that when I was in Form 1, I found a lot of
difficulties in learning English since the secondary school I studied in was an
EMI school. During all lessons, the teachers only used English as the medium of
instruction, T found it very difficult since I found the vocabularies difficult.
Therefore, 1 had to check up the meanings of the words from the dictionaries
frequently. My spoken English was also not very good. I spoke very softly and I
was even scolded by my teacher because of my soft voice and unclear
pronunciation.

I -So how did you solve the problems ?

Msk- Since my English teacher in Form 1 was a very strict teacher, I tried to do
my best to improve my English. Every day when I went back home, [ would take
out my English textbooks and try to read the passages in the book aloud fluently.
Practice really makes perfect.

I —So did you like English when you were just a little givl?

Msk — Yes, I started loving English when I was in Primary five. I found the pro-
nunciation and the intonation of English sounds lovely and I thought the profi-
ciency of English wound be very important to my future career.

1 — Most of the students hate English a lot . Can you give sone advice to us?
Msk — Yes, of course. First, we need to know that learning English is very important.
You can use English in your daily lives and also you will use a lot of English when
you work. Therefore, I think our students should know its importance and I think
that learning English is not so difficult. If you find something you don’t understand,
you can just ask your teachers and try to enjoy learning English. You can learn a
lot of English words when you go shopping,

I — Yes, so what is the weakest part of our students?

Msk —1 think that our students need more motivation and initiative to learn English.
Most of our students are quite passive, they only want the teachers to tell them
what they need to learn and tell them the answers instead of finding the answers
on their own. I think our students need to speak more English and they should not
be afraid of speaking and using English. I know that many of our students are not
very good at English but if they try to speak English bravely, T think their English
will improve,

I -At Last, can you give us some suggestions?

Msk — Yes, I think our students need to take an active role in learning English.
They should try to speak more and try to check the words from the dictionary if
they don’t understand and when they meet any problems, they should also tell
their teachers. I think that listening to English songs can improve their listening
skills, They will find that it is fun to learn English from songs and movies.
